Stessed the Eucharist as the Medicine for Immortality (Bread and Wine is the Body and Blood)

	God – OT God and NT God are not the same; OT God is evil and thus creation is evil.
Scripture – rejects the OT completely and is the FIRST to form a canon (10 letters of St. Paul & Luke)

Refused to summit to the Bishops who chose to forgiven those who refused martyrdom; he left he universal Church to join the Montanist because he perfered their strict and pure lifestyle.

Salvation – The Spirit world was created first and was in union with God until the spirits focused on self and turned from God.  God then created a material world in which he could bring about the restoration of all souls through material means.  Restoration of all means that both the demons and satan would be restored and there is no hell.  Origen did not submit to his own bishop and some of his works are considered herectical.
