	The Crusaders plan to stick to the original plan of Pope Innocent III and attack through Eygpt.

The Children’s Crusade of 1212 was a complete disaster about 70,000 children 10-16; of the 70,000 about 5,000 actually got on ships to the Holy Land but were sold into slavery by the ship owners (story of the Pied Piper)

Fredrick II, the Holy Roman Emperor finds the merchants that sold the children and has them executed.  He is a hero until he fails to show up for the Crusade, without Fredrick II and his Germany army the Crusaders are easily defeated in Egypt.

Fredrick II was excommunicated by Gregory IX in 1227 for backing out on the Crusaders.

Saint Francis always had a passion for the Holy Land and wanted to convert the Muslims through peace.  Many Franciscan were martyred in Morocco attempting to peacefully convert the Muslims.  Francis, went on his own dangerous mission to meet with Al Kamil (leader and relative of Saladin).  St. Francis asked Al Kamil to convert but Al Kamil was not able, to convert meant death. Al Kamil was very impressed with St. Francis’s holiness and passion and his wiliness to prove the Catholic Faith.  Francis preached to Al Kamil and then challenged his top religious leaders by making deal that a tent would be set up in which a fire was inside.  Francis would go in the tent first and then the Muslim leaders would go in, whoever came out alive had the true religion.  The Muslim leaders refused to take part.  This was a true trial by fire. (page 197)
Al Kamil did not convert but later that month, probably in honor of St. Francis, he offered an agreement to the Crusaders.  

1. He would let the Crusaders have control of Jerusalem.

2. He would agree to help rebuild the walls of Jerusalem. 

3. He would restore pieces of the True Cross which were captured by Saladin.

4. He would return Christian prisoners.

Not a bad deal but Cardinal Pelagius refused the deal.

St. Francis was able to spend Holy Week of 1220 in the Holy Land before going back to Europe


	Fredrick II after not keeping his word in the Fifth Crusade and while he was still excommunicate decides to sail to the Holy Land.  
When he arrives the Christians are not supportive of him, so he enters negotiations with the Muslims.

In 1229 at the Treaty of Jaffa the Sultan agrees to give Christian ownership to the Holy Sites in Bethlehem, Nazareth and Jerusalem.  

The Franciscans would take care of these sites and still are in charge to this day.

Without the support of the Pope, Fredrick II crowns himself King of Jerusalem.

When he leaves to go back to Germany the Holy Land is left in ciaos and the Muslims again take over Jerusalem in 1244, after this date it would never again be the possession of Christians. 

The Pope and Fredrick II reunite in 1230 and Fredrick II regains his land in Germany, but in 1239 he invades Italy and is again excommunicated, in 1240 he invades  the Papal states and in 1241 he invades Rome.

Fredrick II dies in 1250 and with him also his dynasty.


	After so many problems in the Holy Land and after 5 Crusades that ended in disaster, no monarch in Europe is willing to go on another Crusade to regain the Holy Land except for St. Louis IX, the King of France.
The Mongols had enslaved Russia and Hungary and had pushed the Turks to the South.  In 1244 these Turks fleeing the Mongols captured Jerusalem, which sparked the Seventh Crusade.
The Church wanted the Mongols on their side for a few reasons.

1. they would like to convert them to the Faith as they did other pagans warriors such as the barbarians and the Vikings.

2. they wanted the Mongols as an ally against the Muslims.

In 1245, Franciscan priest John of Plano went of a mission to personally deliver a letter from Pope Innocent IV to the great Genghis Kahn.  Friar John arrived and gave the letter to Kahn, who in turn gave a letter back to the Pope.  Kahn refused to convert because he did not see the point of conversion.  Although never uniting, the Mongols and Catholics remained at peace. (page 239)
The Crusaders lead by St. Louis went to the Holy Land via Egypt but St. Louis was captured and had to pay a ransom from the royal treasury to be released.
 
	In 1260 the Mongols were defeated by the Mamaluke Muslims from Eygpt.  The defeat alarmed St. Louis IX who knew he needed to protect the rest of the Christian lands from the Mamalukes.

St. Louis IX also desired to restore North Africa to its original Catholic Faith (that of Augustine).  St. Louis and his son would die while on Crusade in North Africa.

Between 1271 and 1291, the Mamalukes not only defeated the Crusaders in Egypt but then massacred all Christian settlements along the coast finally taking Tripoli and Acre in 1289.  After 40 days of fighting all the Christians including the Monks of War die.

THE BATTLE FOR CONSTANTINOPLE

Since the 1204 (Fourth Crusade) Constantinople was in the hands on the Latin West.  The West imposed the Latin Mass and Latin customs on the people in which only fueled more hatred between East and West.  

In 1261, Emperor Michael VIII took back Constantinople.  At the Council of Lyons in 1274 the Emperor agreed to the supremacy of the pope and the articles of the Roman Catholic Faith.  East and West were united for 5 short years but the unity could not be kept.
Without the unity of both the East and West, Constantinople would fall again in 1453 to the Turks and neither the Byzantines or Romans would gain it back.
