St. Peter Claver worked with the African slaves 

forced natives to be slaves / Urban VIII issued a bull forbidding slavery

Our Lady of Guadalupe, Juan Diego

9 million converts in only 17 years (1531 to 1548)

The most barbaric culture allowing human sacrifice and cannibalism
Canada 

Jesuits preached to the Hurons, Algonquins and Iroquois, chief of Hurons converted

Jesuits Brebeuf, Lalemant and Jogus were all martyred

Fur trade and planting the Catholic Faith among the natives were major goals
Did not enslave native population

China

Nestorians brought the faith in the 6th century

Jesuit Matteo Ricci was well informed about the culture and society and used the knowledge of science (clock making) and astronomy to win trust of high government officials and the mandarins 

Jesuits vs Franciscans/Dominicans – Jesuits wanted to have Chinese rite Churches, which adapted the Chinese culture to the Faith.

Chinese rite forbidden by Pope Clement XI (biggest mistake of Church)
Polygamy was practiced especially by the emperors
Japan 
Jesuit missionary St. Francis Xavier

local lords had power rather than emperor 

St. Paul Miki and companions were crucified at Nagasaki

1600 to 1900 Christianity banned from Japan

Warlike, mother’s kill children, sons/fathers never share secrets
Suicide was honorable and sodomy excepted even among Buddhist monks
Philippines, Vietnam, Indonesia
Native population was very receptive to the faith
