	Church response
	
	From 1384 (Huss)  to 1564 (Calvin) the Church has experienced it’s most difficult challenge.  In the 200 years from 1400-1600 came St. Teresa of Avila (1582); St. Peter Canisius (1597); St. Robert Bellarmine (1621); St. John of the Cross (1591); St. Lawrence Brindisi (1619); St. Francis de Sales (1622).  6 of the 33 doctors of the Church (18%) came in these hard 200 years of protest.  It is clear that through the Council of Trent and the work of the Saints and the guidance of the Holy Spirit that this counter-reformation proves that the gates of hell shall not prevail.  The protestors were an instrument of chastisement for the abuses and errors of the Church, as a good child responds to a Father’s discipline, the Church responded to God’s call for reform.  Unfortunately the protestors broke off from the Fullness of Truth and thus took with them only partial truths.
